This exposure draft has been prepared by staff of the Fair Work Commission based on the
Social, Community, Home Care and Disability Services Industry Award 2010 (the Social
services award) as at 13 May 2016. This exposure draft does not seek to amend any
entitlements under the Social services award but has been prepared to address some of the
structural issues identified in modern awards.

The review of this award in accordance with s.156 of the Fair Work Act 2009 is being dealt
with in matter AM2014/285. Additionally a number of common issues are being dealt with by
the Commission which may affect this award. Transitional provisions have not been included
in this exposure draft pending the outcome of the review.

This draft does not represent the concluded view of the Commission in this matter.

No examples have been included in this exposure draft. Parties are asked to submit
examples that clarify the operation of particular provisions.

Part 1—Application and Operation of this Award

Title and commencement

This award is the Social, Community, Home Care and Disability Services Industry
Award 2016.

This modern award, as varied, commenced operation on 1 January 2010.

Neither the making of this award nor the operation of any transitional arrangements
Is intended to result in a reduction in the take-home pay of employees covered by the
award. On application by or on behalf of an employee who suffers a reduction in
take-home pay as a result of the making of this award or the operation of any
transitional arrangements, the Fair Work Commission may make any order it
considers appropriate to remedy the situation.

Definitions

In this award, unless the contrary intention appears:

Act means the Fair Work Act 2009 (Cth)

agreement-based transitional instrument has the meaning in the Fair Work
(Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

award-based transitional instrument has the meaning in the Fair Work
(Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

crisis assistance and supported housing sector means the provision of crisis
assistance and supported housing services

defined benefit member has the meaning given by the Superannuation Guarantee
(Administration) Act 1992 (Cth)

Division 2B State award has the meaning in Schedule 3A of the Fair Work
(Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

Division 2B State employment agreement has the meaning in Schedule 3A of the
Fair Work (Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

employee means national system employee within the meaning of the Act
employer means national system employer within the meaning of the Act

enterprise award-based instrument has the meaning in the Fair Work (Transitional
Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

exempt public sector superannuation scheme has the meaning given by the
Superannuation Industry (Supervision) Act 1993 (Cth)

family day care scheme sector means the operation of a family day care scheme for
the provision of family day care services
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home care sector means the provision of personal care, domestic assistance or home

NES means the National Employment Standards as contained in sections 59 to 131
of the Fair Work Act 2009 (Cth)

on-hire means the on-hire of an employee by their employer to a client, where such
employee works under the general guidance and instruction of the client or a
representative of the client

sleepover means when an employer requires an employee to sleep overnight at
premises where the client for whom the employee is responsible is located (including
respite care) and is not a 24 hour care shift pursuant to clause 14.6 or an excursion
pursuant to clause 14.7

social and community services sector means the provision of social and community
services including social work, recreation work, welfare work, youth work or
community development work, including organisations which primarily engage in
policy, advocacy or representation on behalf of organisations carrying out such work
and the provision of disability services including the provision of personal care and
domestic and lifestyle support to a person with a disability in a community and/or
residential setting including respite centre and day services

To avoid doubt, an employee will not be precluded from being engaged under
Schedule B, instead of another schedule, merely because they provide services in a
private residence or in outreach.

standard rate means the minimum weekly wage for a Social and community
services employee level 3 at pay point 3 in clause 16.1

transitional minimum wage instrument has the meaning in the Fair Work
(Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)

The National Employment Standards and this award

The National Employment Standards (NES) and this award contain the minimum
conditions of employment for employees covered by this award.

Where this award refers to a condition of employment provided for in the NES, the
NES definition applies.

The employer must ensure that copies of the award and the NES are available to all
employees to whom they apply, either on a notice board which is conveniently
located at or near the workplace or through accessible electronic means.

Coverage
This industry award covers employers throughout Australia in the:

(a) crisis assistance and supported housing sector;
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(b) social and community services sector;
(c) home care sector;
(d) family day care scheme sector;

and their employees in the classifications listed in Schedule A to Schedule D to the
exclusion of any other modern award.

Crisis assistance and supported housing sector means the provision of crisis
assistance and supported housing services

Social and community services sector means the provision of social and
community services including social work, recreation work, welfare work, youth
work or community development work, including organisations which primarily
engage in policy, advocacy or representation on behalf of organisations carrying out
such work and the provision of disability services including the provision of personal
care and domestic and lifestyle support to a person with a disability in a community
and/or residential setting including respite centre and day services

To avoid doubt, an employee will not be precluded from being engaged under
Schedule A, instead of another schedule, merely because they provide services in a
private residence or in outreach.

Home care sector means the provision of personal care, domestic assistance or
home maintenance to an aged person or a person with a disability in a private
residence

Family day care scheme sector means the operation of a family day care scheme
for the provision of family day care services

The award does not cover employers and employees covered by any of the following
awards:

(a) Aged Care Award 2016;

(b) Amusement, Events and Recreation Award 2016;

(c) Fitness Industry Award 2016;

(d) Health Professionals and Support Services Award 2016; or
() Nurses Award 2016.

This award covers any employer which supplies labour on an on-hire basis in the
industry set out in clause 4.1 in respect of on-hire employees in classifications
covered by this award, and those on-hire employees, while engaged in the
performance of work for a business in that industry. This subclause operates subject
to the exclusions from coverage in this award.

This award covers employers which provide group training services for trainees
engaged in the industry and/or parts of industry set out at clause 4.1 and those
trainees engaged by a group training service hosted by a company to perform work at
a location where the activities described herein are being performed. This clause
operates subject to the exclusions from coverage in this award.
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This award does not cover:
(@) anemployee excluded from award coverage by the Act;

(b) employees who are covered by a modern enterprise award, or an enterprise
instrument (within the meaning of the Fair Work (Transitional Provisions and
Consequential Amendments) Act 2009 (Cth)), or employers in relation to those
employees; or

(c) employees who are covered by a State reference public sector modern award,
or a State reference public sector transitional award (within the meaning of the
Fair Work (Transitional Provisions and Consequential Amendments) Act 2009
(Cth)), or employers in relation to those employees.

Where an employer is covered by more than one award, an employee of that
employer is covered by the award classification which is most appropriate to the
work performed by the employee and to the environment in which the employee
normally performs the work.

Effect of variations made by the Fair Work Commission

A variation to this award does not affect any right, privilege, obligation or liability that a
person acquired, accrued or incurred under the award as it existed prior to that variation.

Award flexibility for individual arrangements

Notwithstanding any other provision of this award, an employer and an individual
employee may agree to vary the application of certain terms of this award to meet the
genuine individual needs of the employer and the individual employee. The terms the
employer and the individual employee may agree to vary the application of, are those
concerning:

(a) arrangements for when work is performed,;
(b) overtime rates;

(c) penalty rates;

(d) allowances; and

(e) leave loading.

The employer and the individual employee must have genuinely made the agreement
without coercion or duress. An agreement under this clause can only be entered into
after the individual employee has commenced employment with the employer.

The agreement between the employer and the individual employee must:

() be confined to a variation in the application of one or more of the terms listed
in clause 6.1; and

(b) result in the employee being better off overall at the time the agreement is
made than the employee would have been if no individual flexibility agreement
had been agreed to.
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The agreement between the employer and the individual employee must also:

(@) be in writing, name the parties to the agreement and be signed by the employer
and the individual employee and, if the employee is under 18 years of age, the
employee’s parent or guardian;

(b) state each term of this award that the employer and the individual employee
have agreed to vary;

(c) detail how the application of each term has been varied by agreement between
the employer and the individual employee;

(d) detail how the agreement results in the individual employee being better off
overall in relation to the individual employee’s terms and conditions of
employment; and

(e) state the date the agreement commences to operate.

The employer must give the individual employee a copy of the agreement and keep
the agreement as a time and wages record.

Except as provided in clause 6.4(a) the agreement must not require the approval or
consent of a person other than the employer and the individual employee.

An employer seeking to enter into an agreement must provide a written proposal to
the employee. Where the employee’s understanding of written English is limited the
employer must take measures, including translation into an appropriate language, to
ensure the employee understands the proposal.

The agreement may be terminated:

(@) by the employer or the individual employee giving 13 weeks’ notice of
termination, in writing, to the other party and the agreement ceasing to operate
at the end of the notice period; or

(b) at any time, by written agreement between the employer and the individual
employee.

NOTE: If any of the requirements of s.144(4), which are reflected in the
requirements of this clause, are not met then the agreement may be terminated by
either the employee or the employer, giving written notice of not more than 28 days
(see s.145 of the Act).

The notice provisions in clause 6.8(a) only apply to an agreement entered into from
the first full pay period commencing on or after 4 December 2013. An agreement
entered into before that date may be terminated in accordance with clause 6.8(a),
subject to four weeks’ notice of termination.

The right to make an agreement pursuant to this clause is in addition to, and is not
intended to otherwise affect, any provision for an agreement between an employer
and an individual employee contained in any other term of this award.
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7. Facilitative provisions for flexible working practices

7.1 A facilitative provision provides that the standard approach in an award provision
may be departed from by agreement between an employer and an individual
employee, or an employer and the majority of employees in the enterprise or part of
the enterprise concerned.

7.2 Facilitative provisions in this award are contained in the following clauses:

Part 2—Types of Employment and Classifications

8. Types of employment
8.1 Employment categories

(@) Employees under this award will be employed in one of the following
categories:

(1)  full-time employment;
(i)  part-time employment; or
(iii) casual employment.

(b) At the time of engagement, an employer will inform each employee of the
basis of their employment.

Q. Full-time employment

A full-time employee is engaged to work 38 hours per week or an average of 38 hours per
week.

10. Part-time employment

Part-time employment provisions may be affected by AM2014/196

10.1 A part-time employee is engaged to work less than 38 hours per week or an average
of less than 38 hours per week and has reasonably predictable hours of work.

10.2  The terms of this award will apply to part-time employees pro rata on the basis that
the ordinary weekly hours of work for full-time employees are 38.
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Before commencing employment, the employer and the employee will agree in
writing on a regular pattern of work including the number of hours to be worked each
week, the days of the week the employee will work and the starting and finishing
times each day. Any agreed variation to the regular pattern of work will be recorded
in writing.

Casual employment

Casual employment provisions may be affected by AM2014/197

A casual employee is an employee who is engaged and paid as a casual employee
and is not a part-time or full-time employee.

A casual employee will be paid the minimum hourly rate appropriate to the
employee’s classification. In addition, a loading of 25% of that rate will be paid
instead of the paid leave entitlements accrued by full-time employees.

For each engagement, a casual employee must be paid for the following minimum
number of hours at the appropriate rate:

(a) social and community services employees except when undertaking disability
services work—3 hours;

(b) home care employees—1 hour; or

(c) all other employees—2 hours.

Classifications

The definitions for the classification levels in clauses 16.1 to 16.3 are contained in
Schedule A to Schedule D.

The employer must advise their employees in writing of their classification upon
commencement and of any subsequent changes to their classification.

An employer may direct an employee to carry out such duties as are within the limits
of the employee’s skill, competence and training, consistent with the respective
classification.

Progression

(a) At the end of each 12 months’ continuous employment, an employee will be
eligible for progression from one pay point to the next within a level if the
employee has demonstrated competency and satisfactory performance over a
minimum period of 12 months at each level pay point within the level and:

(i) the employee has acquired and satisfactorily used new or enhanced skills
within the ambit of the classification, if required by the employer; or
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(i) where the employer has adopted a staff development and performance
appraisal scheme and has determined that the employee has demonstrated
satisfactory performance for the prior 12 months’ employment.

(b) Movement to a higher classification will only occur by way of promotion or

re-classification.

Part 3—Hours of Work

13. Ordinary hours of work
13.1  Ordinary hours

(@ The ordinary hours of work will be 38 hours per week or an average of
38 hours per week and are worked either:

(1) inaweek of five days in shifts not exceeding eight hours each; or
(i) ina fortnight of 76 hours in 10 shifts not exceeding eight hours each; or

(iii) in a four week period of 152 hours to be worked as 19 shifts of eight
hours each, subject to practicality.

(b) By agreement, the ordinary hours in clause 13.1(a) may be worked up to
10 hours per shift.

13.2  Span of hours
(a) Day worker

The ordinary hours of work for a day worker are worked between 6.00 am and
8.00 pm, Monday to Sunday.

(b) Shiftworker

The ordinary hours of work for a shiftworker are worked in accordance with
clause 20.2.

14, Rostering arrangements
14.1 Rostered days off
(@ Anemployee, other than a casual employee, will be free from duty for at least:
(i)  two full days in each week;
(i)  four full days in each fortnight; or
(iii) eight full days in each 28 day cycle.

(b) Where practicable, rostered days off will be consecutive.
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14.2 Rest breaks between rostered work

(@) Anemployee will be allowed a break of no less than 10 hours between the end
of one shift or period of work and the start of another.

(ii)
(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 14.2(a), by agreement between the
employee and the employer, the break between:

(i) the end of a shift and the commencement of a shift contiguous with the
start of a sleepover; or

(if)  ashift commencing after the end of a shift contiguous with a sleepover

may not be less than eight hours.

14.3 Rosters

(@) The ordinary hours of work for each employee will be displayed on a
fortnightly roster in a place conveniently accessible to employees.

(b) The roster will be posted at least two weeks before the commencement of the
roster period.

(c) Where practicable, accrued days off (ADOs) will be displayed on the roster.

(d) Rostering arrangements and changes to rosters may be communicated by

telephone, direct contact, mail, email or facsimile.

() The employer is not required to display any roster of the ordinary hours of
work of casual or relieving staff.

Should the term ‘relieving staff’ be defined?

(f) Change in roster

(i)  Subject to clauses 14.3(f)(ii) and 28, seven days’ notice will be given of a
change in a roster.

(i) A roster may be altered at any time to enable the service of the
organisation to be carried on where another employee is absent from duty
on account of illness, or in an emergency.

(iii) Clause 14.3(f) will not apply where the only change to the roster of a
part-time employee is the mutually agreed addition of extra hours to be
worked in such a way that the part-time employee still has four rostered
days off in that fortnight or eight rostered days off in a 28 day roster
cycle.
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(9)

Client cancellation

(1)  Where a client cancels or changes the rostered home care service, an
employee will be provided with notice of a change in roster by 5.00 pm
the day prior and in such circumstances no payment will be made to the
employee.

(i)  If a full-time or part-time employee does not receive the notice in clause
14.3(g)(i), the employee will be entitled to receive payment for their
minimum specified hours on that day.

(iii)  The employer may direct the employee to make-up time equivalent to the
cancelled time, in that or the next fortnightly period. This time may be
made up working with other clients or in other areas of the employer’s
business providing the employee has the skill and competence to perform
the work.

14.4 Broken shifts

Parties are asked whether time spent performing a sleepover in accordance with clause
14.5 would meet the definition of a shift for the purposes of payment for a broken shift.

Clause 14.4 only applies to:

(i) social and community services employees when undertaking disability
services work; and

(i)  home care employees.

Broken shift means a shift worked by an employee that includes one or more
breaks (other than a meal break) and where the span of hours is not more than
12 hours.

Payment for a broken shift will be at ordinary pay with penalty rates and shift
allowances in accordance with clause 20.2—Shiftwork. Shift allowances will
be determined by the finishing time of the broken shift.

All work performed beyond the maximum span of 12 hours for a broken shift
will be paid at 200% of the minimum hourly rate.

An employee must receive a minimum break of 10 hours between broken shifts
rostered on successive days.

Monetary amounts in this clause adjusted as a result of AWR 2016

Sleepover means when an employer requires an employee to sleep overnight at
premises where the client for whom the employee is responsible is located
(including respite care) and is not a 24 hour care shift pursuant to clause 14.6
or an excursion pursuant to clause 14.7.

The provisions of clause 14.3 apply for a sleepover. An employee may refuse a
sleepover in the circumstances outlined in 14.3(f)(i) but only with reasonable
cause.

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(c) The span for a sleepover will be a continuous period of eight hours.
(d) Employees will be provided with:
(i)  aseparate room with a bed;
(i) use of appropriate facilities (including staff facilities where these exist);
and
(iii) free board and lodging for each night when the employee sleeps over.

(e) The employee will be entitled to a sleepover allowance of $44.00 for each
night on which they sleep over.

(F) If an employee is required to perform work during the sleepover period, the
employee will be paid for the time worked at the prescribed overtime rate with
a minimum payment as for one hour. Where such work exceeds one hour,
payment will be made at the prescribed overtime rate for the duration of the
work.

(90 An employer may roster an employee to perform work immediately before
and/or immediately after the sleepover period, but must roster the employee or
pay the employee for at least four hours’ work for at least one of these periods
of work. The payment prescribed by clause 14.5(e) will be in addition to the
minimum payment prescribed by this subclause.

(h) Clause 29—Dispute resolution applies to the sleepover provisions.

24 hour care

(a) This clause only applies to home care employees.

(b) A 24 hour care shift requires an employee to be available for duty in a client’s
home for a 24 hour period.

(c) During a period of 24 hour care, the employee is required to provide the client
with the services specified in the care plan for a total of no more than eight
hours.

(d) The employee will normally have the opportunity to sleep during a 24 hour
care shift and, where appropriate, a bed in a private room will be provided for
the employee.

() The employee engaged will be paid for eight hours’ work at 155% of the
minimum hourly rate for their classification for each 24 hour period.

Excursions

(@) Where an employee agrees to supervise clients in excursion activities involving
overnight stays from home, the following provisions will apply:

(b) Monday to Friday excursions

(i) Payment at the minimum hourly rate of pay for time worked between the
hours of 8.00 am to 6.00 pm, Monday to Friday, up to a maximum of
10 hours per day.
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(i)  The employer and employee may agree to accrual of time off instead of
overtime payment for all other hours.

(iii) Payment of sleepover allowance in accordance with the provision of
clause 14.5.

Is an employee only entitled to the allowance in clause 14.5(e) or also to the other provisions
in clause 14.5?

(c) Weekend excursions
Where an employee involved in overnight excursion activities is required to
work on a Saturday and/or Sunday, the days worked in the two week cycle,
including that weekend, will not exceed 10 days.

Breaks

Meal breaks

(@ An employee who works more than five hours will be entitled to an unpaid
meal break of between 30 and 60 minutes, to be taken at a mutually agreed
time after commencing work.

The employee must take paid annual leave in accordance with a direction under
paragraph (a) that is in effect.

Note 1: Paid annual leave arising from a request mentioned in paragraph (d) may
result in the direction ceasing to have effect. See clause 21.7(b)(i).

Note 2: Under section 88(2) of the Fair Work Act, the employer must not
unreasonably refuse to agree to a request by the employee to take paid annual leave.

(i) the employee has not been given a direction under clause 21.7(a) that,
when any other paid annual leave arrangements (whether made under
clause 21.6, 21.7 or 21.8 or otherwise agreed by the employer and
employee) are taken into account, would eliminate the employee’s
excessive leave accrual.

A notice given by an employee under paragraph (b) must not:

(i) if granted, result in the employee’s remaining accrued entitlement to paid
annual leave being at any time less than 6 weeks when any other paid
annual leave arrangements (whether made under clause 21.6, 21.7 or 21.8
or otherwise agreed by the employer and employee) are taken into

Consultation regarding major workplace change

Employers to notify

Where an employer has made a definite decision to introduce major changes in
production, program, organisation, structure or technology that are likely to
have significant effects on employees, the employer must notify the employees
who may be affected by the proposed changes and their representatives, if any.

Significant effects include termination of employment; major changes in the
composition, operation or size of the employer’s workforce or in the skills
required; the elimination or diminution of job opportunities, promotion
opportunities or job tenure; the alteration of hours of work; the need for
retraining or transfer of employees to other work or locations; and the
restructuring of jobs. Provided that where this award makes provision for
alteration of any of these matters an alteration is deemed not to have significant
effect.
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Employers to discuss change

(@) The employer must discuss with the employees affected and their
representatives, if any, the introduction of the changes referred to in clause
27.1, the effects the changes are likely to have on employees and measures to
avert or mitigate the adverse effects of such changes on employees and must
give prompt consideration to matters raised by the employees and/or their
representatives in relation to the changes.

(b) The discussions must commence as early as practicable after a definite decision
has been made by the employer to make the changes referred to in clause 27.1.

(c) For the purposes of such discussion, the employer must provide in writing to
the employees concerned and their representatives, if any, all relevant
information about the changes including the nature of the changes proposed,
the expected effects of the changes on employees and any other matters likely
to affect employees provided that no employer is required to disclose
confidential information the disclosure of which would be contrary to the
employer’s interests.

Consultation about changes to rosters or hours of work

Where an employer proposes to change an employee’s regular roster or ordinary
hours of work, the employer must consult with the employee or employees affected
and their representatives, if any, about the proposed change.

The employer must:

(a) provide to the employee or employees affected and their representatives, if any,
information about the proposed change (for example, information about the
nature of the change to the employee’s regular roster or ordinary hours of work
and when that change is proposed to commence);

(b) invite the employee or employees affected and their representatives, if any, to
give their views about the impact of the proposed change (including any impact
in relation to their family or caring responsibilities); and

(c) give consideration to any views about the impact of the proposed change that
are given by the employee or employees concerned and/or their
representatives.

The requirement to consult under this clause does not apply where an employee has
irregular, sporadic or unpredictable working hours.

These provisions are to be read in conjunction with other award provisions
concerning the scheduling of work and notice requirements.

Dispute resolution

In the event of a dispute about a matter under this award, or a dispute in relation to
the NES, in the first instance the parties must attempt to resolve the matter at the
workplace by discussions between the employee or employees concerned and the
relevant supervisor. If such discussions do not resolve the dispute, the parties will
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endeavour to resolve the dispute in a timely manner by discussions between the
employee or employees concerned and more senior levels of management as
appropriate.

29.2 If a dispute about a matter arising under this award or a dispute in relation to the NES
is unable to be resolved at the workplace, and all appropriate steps under clause 29.1
have been taken, a party to the dispute may refer the dispute to the Fair Work
Commission.

29.3  The parties may agree on the process to be utilised by the Fair Work Commission
including mediation, conciliation and consent arbitration.

29.4  Where the matter in dispute remains unresolved, the Fair Work Commission may
exercise any method of dispute resolution permitted by the Act that it considers
appropriate to ensure the settlement of the dispute.

29.5  Anemployer or employee may appoint another person, organisation or association to
accompany and/or represent them for the purposes of this clause.

29.6  While the dispute resolution procedure is being conducted, work must continue in
accordance with this award and the Act. Subject to applicable occupational health
and safety legislation, an employee must not unreasonably fail to comply with a
direction by the employer to perform work, whether at the same or another
workplace, that is safe and appropriate for the employee to perform.

Part 8—Termination of Employment and Redundancy

30. Termination of employment
30.1  Notice of termination is provided for in the NES.
30.2  Notice of termination by an employee

The notice of termination required to be given by an employee is the same as that
required of an employer except that there is no requirement on the employee to give
additional notice based on the age of the employee concerned. If an employee fails to
give the required notice the employer may withhold from any monies due to the
employee on termination under this award or the NES, an amount not exceeding the
amount the employee would have been paid under this award in respect of the period
of notice required by this clause less any period of notice actually given by the
employee.

31. Redundancy
Redundancy pay is provided for in the NES.

32.  Transfer to lower paid job on redundancy

Where an employee is transferred to lower paid duties by reason of redundancy, the same
period of notice must be given as the employee would have been entitled to if the employment
had been terminated and the employer may, at the employer’s option, make payment instead
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of an amount equal to the difference between the former ordinary time rate of pay and the
ordinary time rate of pay for the number of weeks of notice still owing.

33. Employee leaving during redundancy notice period

An employee given notice of termination in circumstances of redundancy may terminate their
employment during the period of notice. The employee is entitled to receive the benefits and
payments they would have received under this clause had they remained in employment until
the expiry of the notice, but is not entitled to payment instead of notice.

34.  Job search entitlement
34.1  Job search entitlement for notice of termination of employment

Where an employer has given notice of termination to an employee, an employee
must be allowed up to one day’s time off without loss of pay for the purpose of
seeking other employment. The time off is to be taken at times that are convenient to
the employee after consultation with the employer.

34.2  Job search entitlement redundancy
(@) Time off for seeking other employment

An employee given notice of termination in circumstances of redundancy must
be allowed up to one day’s time off without loss of pay during each week of
notice for the purpose of seeking other employment.

(b) Proof of attendance

If the employee has been allowed paid leave for more than one day during the
notice period for the purpose of seeking other employment, the employee must,
at the request of the employer, produce proof of attendance at an interview or
they will not be entitled to payment for the time absent. For this purpose a
statutory declaration is sufficient.
