The Commission makes the following order pursuant to s 594 of the Fair Work Act 2009:

[1]  The three lay witness statements filed by the Pharmacy Guild of Australia (referred to
as “NW”, “NL” and “AP”) on 18 April 2018 shall not be published on the Commission
website or otherwise, save and except in the redacted form published on the Commission’s
website on 19 and 20 April 2018

[2]  Access to the unredacted form of the witness statements of NW, NL and AP is granted
to the following persons for the sole purpose of the proceedings in AM2016/28 in the 4 yearly
review of modern awards:

a) Members and employees of the Commission who need to deal with the material in
the ordinary course of their duties;

b) Officers and employees of the APESMA, Australian Business Industrial and the
NSW Business Chamber, including their representatives and counsel, but not
including their members.

[3]  Any other persons or parties who seek access to the unredacted form of the witness
statements of NW, NL and AP may apply to the Commission (Chambers of Hatcher VVP) for
such access.

[4] Liberty to apply generally on these matters is granted.
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
